1. Regular season games will be 7 innings or 1 hour 30 minutes in length, finishing the inning. The full 7
innings will be played unless at the completion of the 3™ inning one team is ahead by 15 runs, completion of
the 4™ inning one team is ahead by 12 runs, completion of the 5™ innings one team is ahead by 8 runs, or
time is a factor

2. ASA tiebreaker is in effect in any extra innings (last batter of previous inning is placed on second to begin

each half of extra innings)

An 8ft. radius (16ft diameter) circle must be in chalk around the 40 ft. pitching rubber. For safety, please

use double bags on first base.

Free substitution is allowed. Players must reenter in the same batting order.

Teams are allowed to start with 8 players. An automatic out will be assessed for the 9™ batting position

No infield practice before a game. This means no practice on any part of the infield (stay on the grass).

The catcher must wear a helmet with facemask & throat protector, shin guards, chest protector.

The batter is out if the bat is thrown. This is a judgment call by the umpire.

If a play is made at home plate the runner must slide or the runner is out. A play is considered a ball in the

infield directed at home plate. (Umpire judgment)

SCHEDULING

Depending on number of teams, games will be scheduled in triangular format or double headers. 10 & under
will play on Friday nights at 6:00, 7:15, & 8:30. 12 & under will play on Wednesday nights at 5:30, 7:00, &
8:30. 14 & under will play on Tuesday nights at 5:30, 7:00, & 8:30. Any double headers will be played at 6:00
& 7:30. Please note that age groups will normally play on these nights, but due to extenuating circumstances
games may be scheduled on another night.

Home team must notify opposing team 2 hours prior to game time in the event of a cancellation. Notification
includes receiving an acknowledgement from opposing coach that they received the message. If you don’t get
an immediate response from an e-mail, you must call the coach. Home team must make 2 attempts to
reschedule the game. If 2 attempts are not made, the home team will forfeit. If the visiting team cannot
reschedule, they will forfeit.

UMPIRES

The host team will furnish two umpires for each game. Each team will pay for 2 of their umpire during the
games they play. Maximum umpire payment is $30/game/team. Example — One umpire costs $30. You need 2
for a game so total cost of that game is $60. You will pay ¥z of the total so $30. If you play 2 games that night,
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expect to pay up to $60. Note — the cost of umpires is not set by the league. Umpires may cost less than $30. If
the host team furnishes umpires that cost more than $30, the host team will pay the difference.

The home plate umpire must be 18 years old or older. MAKE CERTAIN UMPIRES ARE FURNISHED, AND
HAVE READ, A COPY OF THE LEAGUE RULES, AND ARE READY TO GO PRIOR TO GAME START
TIMES! Effect — game is forfeited by home team unless opposing coach agrees to play with umpire provided.

TOURNAMENTS

10 & Under — June 16 & 18 in Syracuse

12 & Under — June 17 & June 19 in Syracuse.
14 & Under — June 28-29 in Syracuse.

Host town secures the umpires. There shall be at least one sanctioned umpire on the field during each
tournament game. $50.00 per team is paid by the League to the tournament host town for umpires during
tournament play.

To be eligible for tournament play, either the player must play in at least 50% of league games on the team they
are playing on at tournament or at least 50% of league games in the lower age group to be able to play up an age
group at tournaments. Players cannot be moved laterally for tournaments.

During Tournament a team may field 8 players. An automatic out will be assessed for the 9" batting position.

A roster of team players along with Birth Certificates is to be submitted to the tournament director or member
of the umpire crew %2 hour before game if requested. The request must be made two weeks prior to tournament
start, and made to all teams. No one team may be singled out. The director must make the rosters and Birth
Certificates available for inspection by any coach.

Any coaches or players ejected from a tournament game must sit out the remainder of that game and their next
game played.

Tournament games will be 7 innings in length or 1 hour 30 minutes in length, finishing the inning. Extra
innings using the ASA Tiebreaker Rule will be played in the case of a tie at the end of the 7" and following
innings. The full 7 innings will be played unless at the completion of the 3™ inning one team is ahead by 15
runs, completion of the 4t inning one team is ahead by 12 runs, completion of the 5t innings one team is ahead
by 8 runs, or time is a factor. Home team is top of the bracket. Home book is official book. Brackets will be
seeded according to regular season record by percentage of game won, then head to head, then flip of a coin.
No tournament game may start after 9:30 p.m. unless both coaches agree otherwise.
